Trail Conditions:

Easy. Fairly flat with no steep inclines. Surface is sandy. Watch out for quicksand during rainy
season. Two sources of stock water: spring on trail and at Santa Cruz River.

Directions from De Vargas Mall:

North on Hwy 84/285 through Pojoaque. Proceed north to Nambe turnoff. Turn right at Nambe
(Hwy 503). Follow Hwy 503 past Nambe Pueblo. At approx 3.6 miles past pueblo, look for
fence and gate on right at bottom of hill. Make a wide right turn into the gate entrance and
proceed to a level parking area (gate is shut but not locked). Trail begins across highway a
few hundred feet south. Look for green gate near cattle guard. There is a trail marker at the
beginning and a dirt road for the first 1/4 mile. After that, it is open arroyo.

Notes:

Be sure to bring GPS because all arroyos look the same. Flowing spring is NOT marked on map (it is in Section 11).
Spring that is marked on map is dry (Section 23). Both of these sections are on the top left side of the quad map.
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
