	Conditions: Some water crossings, boggy spots in meadows (use high side of meadows), sometimes dense forest with downed trees. Usually good footing. Few rocks, areas of mud in spring. Cattle, snow drifts, ice remains in shady areas in June. Trails not always well marked. Trails enter/exit meadows; usually enter on lowest area of meadow or drainage and exit at topmost part of meadow.
	Directions: Approx 23 mi N on 84/285 to Espanola. Follow signs through Espanola on 84/285. Turn left on Onate and continue on Hwy 84 N. Pass junction 84/285 at Hernandez (landmark is Chevron station on right). Continue to Abiquiu. After Abiquiu, turn left on Hwy 96, cross over Abiquiu Dam. Continue for approx 20 mi through Youngsville and Coyote. About 1.5 to 2.0 mi past Coyote, look for sign indicating FR 172. Turn left on FR 172 (paved for a short distance). At 1/2 mi, paved part continues left. Bear right onto gravel road and stay on FR 172. FR 172 ends at FR 103; bear left on FR 103, continue for a few miles. Turn right on FR 93 (slightly narrower road) and follow to Resumidero. The larger camping area on right is closer to trail heads. The area on left is an overflow area.

	Notes: Resumidero is 10 miles from Hwy 96, up well-maintained gravel road. Watch for logging trucks and cattle.
